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A Review and Prospect of Studies on General Verbs in Chinese

Abstract: General verbs are a special category within the Chinese verb system. Characterized by vague
semantics, flexible collocation, and a wide range of pragmatic functions, they are frequently used in
daily communication but also pose significant challenges for learners of Chinese.

Abstract: As a classic work of the"Seventeen Years Literature"(1949-1966)in China,"The Red
Flag"has attracted two distinctly different types of critical opinions due to its characteristic combination
of aesthetics and politics.Liang Bin,the author,revised the work four times between the 1950s and
1970s.This study takes the four different editions of Liang Bin's red-themed novel"The Red Flag"as the
research object,summarizes the differences among the editions,and analyzes the changes across
versions by integrating the specific literary creation contextthe author's subjective factors,and
readers'critical opinions.Based on this,the study selects three dimensions—"modifications to character
images","strengthening of class contradictions",and"revision of political discourse"—to explore the
political influences behind the textual reconstruction.Revising a classic is an extremely complex
process.Liang Bin's revisions to this classic have both enhanced its merits("adding flowers to the
brocade")and led to overcorrections.Such issues were unavoidable due to the constraints of the
times.Readers should face up to the literary phenomenon of textual revision,explore the literary value
contained within it,and rethink the research on the canonization of literary works from the"Seventeen
Years Literature"period.

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Legal Liability Analysis of Insurance Contracts Signed by Agents

Under a False Name

Abstract: Combined with a litigation case where an insurance agent signed a participating annuity
insurance contract in the name of the policyholder and the insured without authorization, this paper
systematically analyzes the legal liabilities that agents should bear for signing insurance contracts
under a false name. The paper discusses the issue from three dimensions: civil, administrative, and
criminal liabilities: At the civil level, it explores the presumption rules for the validity of contracts and
the principle of property return for invalid contracts;At the administrative level, it analyzes the
administrative liabilities of agents for violating regulatory provisions;At the criminal level, it assesses
the possibility that the agent’ s act may constitute contract fraud.This paper points out that when
hearing such cases, courts should comprehensively consider the facts of the case, legally presume the
true intent of the parties, adhere to the principle of mutual return of property, and avoid unbalanced
interests of one party. Meanwhile, insurance companies should strengthen the management and
supervision of agents, improve internal control mechanisms, and prevent moral hazards such as
collusive arbitrage between agents and clients.

Abstract: Against the backdrop of market relations and the knowledge economy, copyright protection
plays a crucial role in safeguarding the rights and interests of creators and promoting the innovative
development of society. This paper takes the Civil Code of the Republic of Belarus and the Law on
Copyright and Related Rights as the core texts to explore the legal nature of copyright within Belarus'
civil legislation system.

Through close text reading and dramatic narratology analysis, it reveals that the play
takes "awakening of passion and desire - conflict with Confucian ethics - liberation of human nature"
as its implicit narrative thread. While maintaining the entertaining nature of a marketplace comedy, it
realizes the critical reconstruction of feudal ethics.
